If the heads are extremely dirty,
recording performance deteriorates, and, in the
worst case, the Movie Camera cannot record at
all.

¢ High-temperature and high-humidity
environment

¢ Damaged tape

¢ Long operating hours

Using Mini-DV Format Digital Video Head

Il Optimal Use of the Battery
Battery Characteristics

Its ability to generate power is based upon the
chemical reaction that takes place inside it.
