That aversion to details is because I donot know what details I am omitting. I am certainly not a data expert and I use these programs without knowing what is behind them. I just asked if somone else had the same problem as me. It does not seem to be the case. Then I will take it from there and try to find the best output I can produce. I enclose the options I have choosen when making an AVI-file.
